4. We reserve the right to confiscate anything we 
feel necessary and retain it at our discretion.   

5. Roller blades and skateboards will not be 
allowed at camp, not even for transportation or 
use during Free Time.

6. Camp personnel reserve the right to remove 
anyone from campus for disorderly conduct, lack 
of cooperation or violation of guidelines. No 
refunds will be given.   

7. Shorts may be worn at NHEYC.  Shorts  
must be modest in style and length, mid-thigh 
or longer and appear modest while standing 
and sitting.
